Island Women Recycling Committee (IWRC)

Minutes of meeting January 27, 2010

Surf House, Carolina Beach

Mo Linquist opened the meeting 8 a.m. and presented the two purposes of meeting:
· To determine the goals of the IWRC

· To have members commit to working on a subcommittee

Janet Hoffer explained the most recent encounter with the Town of Carolina Beach and made a number of recommendations. She suggested that IWRC deal directly with the town council and not depend on administrators and that IWRC should also deal directly with Randy at Waste Industries. Randy has an employee who has a lot of educational information which she’ll share with IWRC. 
Janet explained that at a meeting she attended Randy offered to donate recycling bins. Tim Owens refused; he wants to get grant money to purchase the bins. It’s possible we can still get donated bins from Waste Industries. 
It was suggested that IWRC could also have CB firefighters build the boxes to house the recycling bins, much like the ones used down in CB State Park: Jon Rorie, fire chief, is building the worm boxes for composting for the Island Women Worm Box project.

It was proposed that we start with a large dumpster either at North End lifeguard station or behind town hall where visitors can dump recyclables.

It was proposed that we prepare business cards for IWRC. Shannon will do. Later Janet emailed a PDF of business card to be revised as needed. Recycled paper recommended.

Janet suggested we establish a timeline: have the program operating by Earth Day. Work backwards establishing what needs to be done by certain dates to achieve our goals.

Feb. 9 is town council meeting. IWRC needs to get on the agenda and be prepared to present our pilot project/goals, along with an estimated cost.
