IW Take Recycling Fact-Finding Trip    Improving recycling on Pleasure Island is about creating awareness and making it easy for residents to remember what is and is not recyclable. Six IW members, along with a Star News Reporter, recently took a fact-finding visit to the Waste Industries facility in Raleigh where they process the recycling for Pleasure Island. 

The plant manager, Tim Hunter, offered some simple dos and don’ts for residents to follow:
DO:
·          Recycle all plastics. While some types may currently not be recycled, the plant will sort them out; their view is that more people will recycle if they can simply recycle all plastics.
·          The rule for paper and cardboard is simple too—if you can tear it, they can recycle it.
DON’T:

·          Don’t leave your recycling in plastic bags; most grocery stores have plastic bag recycling bins out front.
·          Don’t put Styrofoam in the recycling bin.

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Answer to last quarter’s Claire’s Corner—Discovering Nature on Our Island
The pictures were of the Agave Americana, a century plant. In IW’s previous newsletter, the pictures were of the plant in bloom. Legend has it, the plant received its name when people thought it bloomed once in 100 years, yet it really only blooms once at the ripe age of 15 years. The shoot grows from nothing to approximately 30 feet tall in about 2 months. The plant uses all its energy on the once-in-a-lifetime bloom and dies afterwards. TURTLES - Watching, Waiting and Welcoming!!  

The first and only so far, loggerhead turtle nest on Carolina Beach was discovered just after 6 a.m., Wednesday, June 30 near Golden Sands and the Ocean Grill & Tiki Bar. In addition, the same mother made a false crawl around 1 a.m. farther up the beach. (Note: a false crawl is when a turtle does not lay eggs at the site.)

A half dozen IW members, led by Pat Holleman, Anne Terry and Pleasure Island Sea Turtle Project coordinator Nancy Busovne moved the nest of 72 eggs closer to the dunes near the beach access ramp.

In 50-55 days IW volunteers will dig a trench to the ocean and begin sitting the nest around day 60. How soon the nest hatches depends on the weather, mostly how hot the days are. Nancy will watch the hatch patterns of the three Kure Beach nests laid earlier this season to estimate the arrival of the Nest #1 loggerheads on Carolina Beach.  Kure Beach now has a total of 10 nests 1 of them has already hatched last week!  Maybe we need to come up with a turtle dance here in Carolina Beach:~)
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For those interested: Trenching for nest #2 in Kure Beach will be Monday, August 2 at 7pm.  Nest #2 is located near President Davis Ave which is just past the Trading Post convenience store and the Fort Fisher pillars.  After you pass the Trading Post watch for a gravel U-shaped driveway that is in an empty lot.  Some parking is available there as well as on the grass at President Davis Ave.  As long as you are well off the road in these areas you should be fine.   Please put a sign on your dashboard that says "Pleasure Island Sea Turtle Volunteer - Call (your cell phone number here) to reach me" in case there is an issue.  To access the beach use the walkway on the north side of 917.  It says "Private Walkway" but we can use it.
