Yard Sale: April 17, 7 a.m. to 1 p.m. Signup sheets were passed for bake sale contributions and times to work at the sale. Baked good should be individually wrapped and include a tag listing ingredients. All members are encouraged to participate by donating items for sale, provided home-baked goods and working the day of the yard sale, as this is our big fundraiser for the year.  
Anne Terry brought a mock up of the IW banner that will advertise the yard sale one week early.

This year we are accepting TVs and electronics that are in working order. 

The yard sale publicity team will get information to the Star News and Island Gazette. Recycling co-chair Mo Linquist wrote about IW recycling projects in her weekly Gazette column. 

IW Newsletter: Jenn Jackson is designing and writing our first IW newsletter, which will be published quarterly. The first issue is planned for March 22. 
Recycling: The recycling committee is applying for a Coca Cola grant that would provide clear recycling containers for use on Pleasure Island.

Randy Ganey with Waste Management says 75% of residents recycle down here on the beach. He said our biggest problem is making sure containers do not get contaminated. Therefore education about what and how to recycle is key. 

Jerry Hall, a recycling enthusiast from Kure Beach, has helped recycle at many local events and is eager to support IW efforts. 
March 27 at 8:30 p.m. is Earth Hour, when people all over the world are encouraged to turn off their lights for one hour to help save energy.

 
Kathy Bocchino suggested rewarding local businesses that recycle to encourage other businesses to make a better effort. The Fat Pelican and the Surf House already recycle and they would be our first award recipients. Suggestions include placing a recycling sign in front of those businesses to promote them and their recycling efforts. Kathy volunteered to write a story on the businesses for the local media. 

Worm Boxes: Both wooded and plastic composting worm boxes were displayed. The committee is still working on the selling price. Michele Dew reported it costs $30 to build a small wooden box and about $60 for the large one. We want to increase the selling price by about $6 dollars. Two plastic bins cost about $13. We will take orders for the boxes at the yard sale. We need to contact Star News for an article about Michele's son Chris, who is working on the worm boxes as his senior project. Barb Bach suggested auctioning off a worm box at the Touch of Class auction. There was discussion on whether to paint the boxes to make them more saleable.  Shannon Mackay will make a stencil to use for spray painting the top of the boxes. 
Future fundraiser: Barbara mentioned there is an Island resident who makes rain barrels for $50. 

T-shirts: Dawn Betz presented options for a new IW t-shirt. Better quality v-necks for $8.87 or $9.37. A lower quality, slightly loose t-shirt with round neckline for $6.38. The newly elected board will make the decision. 

Nominations/Election: Georgia opened the floor for nominations for two board members from IW in Business and four for IW. Gail Smyth was nominated for secretary, Mary Nobilio for treasurer and Shannon Mackay for the IWB board position. Claire Cates has volunteered for the second IWB board position. All nominations must be in by next IW meeting April 7. Members will have one week to vote by email. Winners will be announced via email and posted on the website. They will assume office at the May 5 meeting.

Note: The new and old board members will meet before the May 5 meeting to facilitate the transition.

Landscape Committee: Ann Terry requests volunteers this weekend to trim grasses at the boardwalk. Please email Anne if interested. Also Elaine Carter and Anne will trim grasses and roses at the marina at 8 a.m. Friday March 5.
