Mo has asked us to save our plastic bottle caps for the Zimmer Cancer Center. They use the money to pay for chemo for women in need. Anne Terry has offered to take the caps to the center.

Anne Terry did an overview of our meeting on March 12th with the town and Waste Industries. Carol Donovan from Waste Industries educated us on all the items we can recycle on Carolina Beach. Randy Gainey, general manager of Waste Industries, offered to donate five roll-out recycling bins for our central business district beach accesses. Dan Wilcox seemed very interested in a recycling station for our tourists. Dan Wilcox along with Brian Stanberry want to continue to meet with Island Women to work on better recycling for Carolina Beach.

Mo continues to work with Kure Beach on recycling. Mo is working with Carol Manzilla(sp.?) on Carolina Beach Elementary painting the ten recycling bins that Waste Management donated to Kure Beach for special events. Judy Larrick is looking into recycling arrows placed around the holes of the bins for better identification. Ruby Singhisen volunteered to be the liaison with the Chamber of Carolina Beach to encourage and give directions about recycling to special events on the island. Adele Aquino will assist Ruby in talking to Ft Fisher/Bill Harrison about recycling at the summer concerts and the festivals.

Barbara Bach is looking into a grant for an environmental friendly sign near the entrance to Carolina Beach promoting the island going green.
